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WEATHER

Good soaking rain fell over much of Eastern
Australia during the first week of June, giving the
Orange district its best falls for months of 40-60mm,
follow-up rain this week of 15-25mm has kept things
wet under foot and created much needed runoff to
diminishing dams. A brief burst of cold weather from
the south reminded us it is winter and there will be
more to follow. Pasture growth is limited, but the
milder overcast weather has limited frosts and
allowed graziers to go easy on hay reserves, saving
it for the harsher cold days ahead. The season in the
north of the state is off to a great start especially
around Walgett, Brewarrina, Bourke and Coonamble,
farmers have 70% of the winter crop in and up and a
bulk of winter feed growing daily. Natural clovers will
be abundant and expect to hear a few sad stories
involving stock losses to Bloat and Pulpy Kidney in
these areas. Finally the southern parts of NSW have
scored some beneficial rain and prospects are good
for more to follow. The affect of the widespread rain
has boosted livestock prices due to the reduced
numbers in markets and renewed restocker interest.

CATTLE

Prime cattle prices have lifted again this week in
most livestock selling centres around the state.
Scattered rainfall contributed to lower numbers
yarded and renewed interest from restockers and
feedlots sectors added competition to the already
tight supplies. Good gains of 5-10¢/kg were obtained
for all categories as processors keen to source
numbers were forced to lift rates to obtain suitable
lines. Export cattle, especially cows have risen 10-
15¢/kg over the past couple of weeks as southern
processors fight over limited numbers. Yearling
steers have received the best gains as restockers
compete against the feedlotters on the light to
medium weights. Yearling heifers have also lifted in
values, pushed up by the limited availability of steers
in the same weight ranges. As winter sets in quality
vealers are attracting strong interest, the best
pushing up over 200¢/kg barrier.

PRIME CATTLE:- CTLX has enjoyed large yardings
over the past months of between 2100-2700 head,
but with the ground wet under foot numbers dropped
by 1100 this week, to a total yarding of 1600 head.
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Quality was mixed, but the upward trend in prices
continued. Best gains were in the vealer categories
with vealer steers 10-16¢/kg dearer to sell from 186-
201¢/kg and heifer portion was similar up 6-15¢/kg
selling from 158-192¢/kg. Yearling steers varied with
those going to the processors up 3¢/kg, but feeders
dropped slightly by 3-4¢/kg. Most sold from 160-
185¢/kg. Heifers were generally firm to sell from 165-
178¢/kg, to kill and 2-3¢/kg cheaper to feedlotters
selling from 150-170¢/kg. Heavy feeder steers rose
4-5¢/kg to make from 155-184¢/kg, whilst heavy
steers and bullocks, limited in numbers rose 6¢/kg to
average 168¢/kg. Cows were 2-5¢/kg dearer with
medium weights from 115-128¢/kg and heavy D4
from 130-155¢/kg. Heavy bulls topped at 162¢/kg to
average 144¢/kg.

STORE CATTLE: The rainfall in early June was just
what was needed to revive the store market. The
regular CTLX monthly store sale held on Friday 12"
June once again enjoyed big numbers with 5500
local cattle yarded, drawing an eager crowd of
buyers like bees to honey. In a complete reversal of
the previous sale where competition was very lack
luster, buyers jostled for positions at the rails and bid
strongly on all the cattle offered. Weaner steers
regained all the losses of the previous sale to be
$50-60 dearer, selling from $320-$600. Weaner
heifers were slightly dearer by $20-30 ranging from
$250-$500, and yearling heifers were similar, selling
from $380-$540, to average $465/head. Yearling
steers were limited despite the overall big yarding
and sold dearer to top at $640 and average
$540.head. The highlight of the sale were the quality
lines of PTIC females on offer. The PTIC Heifers
sold from $520-$825, the top price achieved by a
pen of large framed top quality Hereford heifers
offered by Gary and Alison Simmons. Some
excellent pens of young PTIC Angus cows were at
least $100/head dearer, selling to a top of $945,
most from $650-$850. Once again quality lines of
cows and calves were lacking and most units sold
from $800-$1050. The next regular store cattle will
be held at CTLX on Friday 10 ™ July, commencing
at 11:00am.



SHEEP & LAMBS

Lamb prices eased for the second week in a row as
some processors have commenced or have set
dates for plant closures and seasonal winter
maintenance. Heavy export lambs have experienced
the biggest falls, dropping $15-25/head over the past
two weeks. Trade lambs have also eased by $10-
$15/head, but restocking lambs remain in high
demand and were slightly dearer. The mutton market
remained firm, with competition strong for all grades.
Sales of $105 have been reported from XB ewes and
the mutton indicator finished at 309¢/kg cwt.

CTLX yarded 13,000 lambs and 3000 sheep this
week, and although the lamb market was cheaper
most of the quality lambs yarded were trade weights
and remained reasonably unchanged in values
selling from $85-$124.00/head to average from 500-
524¢/kg cwt. The loss of three major export
processors due to plant closures meant heavy lambs
received limited competition and fell sharply once
again. Export lambs sold from $115-13/head to be
30¢/kg cheaper at 499¢/kg cwt. Lambs to feedlotters
held their values and sold from $76-$96/head, the
latter weighing 18-20kg cwt. Trade weight merino
lambs 18-20kg sold from $78-89/head to finish
around 400¢/kg cwt. Sheep were mixed in quality
ranging from some very light plainer pens to some
lines of handy merino wethers and heavy weight
crossbred ewes. Values were firm to $2 easier, with
better merino wethers selling from $76-$95/head, to
average 335 ¢/kg cwt. The top pen of XB ewes sold
to $95/head.

Sheep producers should be aware of changes in the
processing of national Vendor Declaration (NVD)
due to the implementation of Mob Based Transaction
Recording, starting from 1 July 2009. All NVD’s will
be scanned and used to record the movement of
every pen sold and the buyer to whom they are sold.
Therefore it is critical that there are no errors o r
incomplete questions on the NVD forms. Problem
areas on the NVD forms are:-

Clearly write your full trading name, address

and POSTCODE.

Answer ALL Questions

Full details of the agent your stock are

consigned to must be completed.

Torn NVD’s are not acceptable

Where question 3 is no, ALL PIC numbers

must be entered.

The printed PIC number on your NVD must

not be altered.

We have brought this matter to your attention
because abattoirs are unable to kill stock belonging
to any producer where NVD is not completed
